ADDITIONAL INFORMATION FOR PARENTS/GUARDIANS

1.  General Information:  We are pleased that your child will be taking part in the SHYAP.  In order for us to provide an acceptable and safe environment for your child to enjoy, please take note of the following:

· With the exception of the ‘Wet ‘n’ Wild’ Day, all activities start and finish at the RAF Linton-on-Ouse Youth & Diversity Centre.  ‘Wet ‘n’ Wild’ Day will start and finish at the Aldwark Bridge Scout Centre.

· On all-day activities, children should be provided with a packed lunch and a refillable container with appropriate drinks.  These containers will be replenished with water by activity staff if necessary.

· For all sporting activities or outdoor events, please ensure that you provide adequate and appropriate clothing (trainers or plimsolls - not fashion footwear), taking account of weather conditions.  A towel and change of clothing will be required for Caving and Wet ‘n’ Wild days.
· For climbing activities, children should wear loose fitting trousers (long or three-quarter length - not jeans or shorts) and long T-shirts.

· For Arts & Crafts events, again children should wear appropriate clothing, bearing in mind it could get messy.

2.  Please remind your child of the following:

· Follow the leader’s instructions.

· Have fun without endangering yourself or others.
· Behave responsibly.

· Be alert to anything that may hurt or threaten them or anyone else in the group and tell the group leader or supervisor about it immediately.
